1. The first three winners (1st, 2nd & 3rd rank) in each segment will be given a certificate and memento. 

2. Participants can write their essays in any one of the languages Bengali, Hindi & English. 

3. This is an individual event (one person per entry). 

4. The word limit of the essay should not be more than 1500 words. 

5. The posters should be original, not a copy from anywhere or plagiarised. 

6. The poster should be on chart paper. 

7. The poster will be judged based on the participant’s Creativity, Message, Presentation, Neatness and 

Overall Effect. 

8. The decision of the judges will be treated as final.
