SRIMANTA SANKARDEVA AND HIS TIMES

Srimanta Sankardeva was a poet of high degree, lyricist, dramatist,
translator, singer, director, architect, sculptor, social reformer, religious
& spiritual leader not only from Assam or from North Eastern Region
but also of contemporary India. Sankardeva was the regional link of the
neo-Vaisnavite movement that was active throughout India at that
juncture. In spite of being challenged by various monarchies, feudalism,
legacy of worshipping many gods and goddesses, opportunism, tantrism,
brahminism, illiteracy that had been prevalent in the vast expanse of
Kamarupa of contemporary fourteen-fifteenth century, he introduced
neo-Vaishnavite religion with One God concept through his creativity
and commitment. He translated the books that had been popular at
national level with his unique poetic touch and originality into
Assamese. With the translations of various songs, drama, devotional
books, the Bhagawata, the Ramayana etc., he cast light on a new path for
the rustic and illiterate people of those times. Taking a tour of India
twice in those difficult times he built the solid foundation for Assamese
literature, religion and culture with the intellectual gems of
contemporary India. He built a bridge of integration between neglected
tribals and other lower class people. Sankardeva united the widely split
society and classes through institutions like Satra and Naamghar etc.
The conceptualization of musical instruments like khol, taal (cymbal) etc.



and its introduction in ankiya naat (one act play), borgeet etc. gave it a
completely novel look. The literary, social, cultural and religious
tradition introduced by Sankardeva is so piercing, intellectual,
illuminating, encompassing and strong that it is still a very inspiring art
treasure and is functioning as a prime mover over a large tract of land of
North East India as the source of salvation - form of spiritual power.
The present generation of artists and litterateurs are deeply influenced
and inspired by the multifaceted talent and works. The song-drama-
dance created by Sankardeva are spread across countries, widely
accepted and discussed. The prime objective of this seminar is to discuss
the relevance of multifaceted virtues of Sankardeva in respect to present
society along with our daily life in modern times. Besides, a comparative
discussion of literature/art/culture/society/religion/philosophy of
contemporary thinkers of Sankardeva around the world is also sought.
Similarly, it is also proposed to discuss the universality of the outlook
and philosophy of Sankardeva while making an attempt for its just
evaluation. This is a small effort to discuss Sankardeva outside Assam
and to give a practical shape to the ‘Jagatguru” (World leader) title of
Assamese national spirit.
