A. China's economy has started 2024 on a stable footing, indicating a sustained trajectory of
robust recovery throughout the year, despite pressures and challenges both at home and
abroad, officials and analysts said on Thursday. An official of the National Development and
Reform Commission, China's top economic regulator, told China Daily on Thursday that "the
long-term positive trend of the Chinese economy has not changed and will not change"”. The
remarks came after Fitch Ratings recently revised the outlook on China's long-term foreign-

currency issuer default rating to negative from stable. The official said that China's economy



still enjoys favourable conditions and positive factors, given its powerful industrial
production capacity, a complete industrial system, continuously strengthening innovation
capabilities and its large domestic market.
